Flying at Half Mast: A Thought on Presidentôs Day 
 

Iôm getting so tired of seeing our American flag fly at half mast.  I understand the rea-

son, and Iôm not calling for a change of policy.  And I am not saying that I am tired of honoring 

our fallen public safety officers and members of our armed forces. They are due every honor we 

might bestow.  What Iôm tired of is what this indicates ï that guns on the streets and wars in dis-

tant lands continue in these times.  And so I wonder what it would really take for things to 

change.  Is saving a few more dollars in personal taxes by releasing violent criminals back into 

society really worth police officersô lives?  Are continued wars in far off lands really worth the pain and grief in-

curred by members of our armed forces and their families, not to mention the thousands of innocent citizen vic-

tims?  Some say this is the cost of freedom, and so it may be.  All Iôm saying is that Iôm tired of it.  Iôm tired of all 

the dying, the constant ñin your faceò reminder that we are at war, the recognition that we are yet to institute a ñstill 

more excellent wayò  (1 Corinthians 12:31). 

 

 Being a follower of Christ is a difficult thing to do, as difficult, if not more so, or at least of a different man-

ner, than that of police work or bearing arms. In this twelfth chapter of Paulôs first letter to the Christians of Cor-

inth, Paul speaks of all the different gifts people have, and he concludes with this:  ñStrive for the greater gifts.  

And I will show you a still more excellent way.ò  Then comes the famous thirteenth chapter, so often read at wed-

dings, but really not so much about romantic marital love as about the more difficult assertive, caring, sacrificial 

love which Jesus modeled for all:  ñLove is patient; love is kind; love is not envious or boastful or arrogant or rude.  

It does not insist on its own way; it is not irritable or resentful; it does not rejoice in wrongdoing, but rejoices in the 

truth.  It bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, and endures all things. Love never ends.ò (1 Cor. 13, 

4-8). 

 

 And so I wonder:  How might we practice a kind of ñreality loveò that cares so much for our neighbors and 

our police officers that we would be willing to pay a few more dollars in taxes in order to keep hardened criminals 

behind bars?  How might we promote a kind of ñreality loveò that influences government to enhance our State De-

partment and diplomatic corps so that we can more effectively intervene in hateful and hurtful situations so as to 

resolve conflicts in less violent ways than through wars, retaliatory violence, and sacrificial death?  I wonderé

100th  

Anniversary 

of the Boy 

Scout Movement 
 

Lord Robert Baden-Powell (1857-1941) was a lieu-

tenant-general in the British Army who loved hiking 

and camping in the wilderness. He wrote a small 

handbook for soldiers called Aids to Scouting. It 

became so popular among teachers and youth lead-

ers that he rewrote it with young people in mind. 

Scouting for Boys was immediately a best seller and 

led to the establishment of many Boy Scout groups 

in England.  

 

Soon afterward, scouting groups began popping up 

across America. Churches were so supportive of the 

movementôs values that many churches sponsored 

Scout troops ð and still do.  

 

The official beginning of Scouting in America was 

February 8, 1910. Each year, many churches recog-

nize their Scouts on the Sunday before February 8.  

 

The leaders of Boy Scouts of America have desig-

nated September 1, 2009, through December 31, 

2010 as ñA Year of Celebration.ò The yearôs high-

light will be Jamboree 2010 (July 26ïAugust 4, 

2010), which promises to be the largest celebration 

of Scouting in America. More than 43,000 scouts 

and leaders are expected to attend the event at Fort 

A.P. Hill, a 76,000-acre camp outside Washington, 

D.C.
