 Our church needs an ñAdvance.ò  You know, 

one of those Methodist things we do to improve 

conditions for some group.  In this case, the group 

is our Church. 

 The Church could pay its springtime bills on 

a timely basis, instead of delaying some payments, 

if some people could pre-pay their planned giving 

for the year. 

 Every year, our expenses are greater in the 

first half of the year than in the second half.  This 

is caused by substantial heating bills, our insurance 

bill (in Feb.), confirmation class, and preparation 

for Vacation Bible School.  But every year the 

majority of income is in the last half of the year.  

The major crunch actually comes in March, when 

we usually need over 5% of our budget as addi-

tional income to pay our bills on time.  That trans-

lates to about an additional $27,000. 

 If you are able to pre-pay your giving to the 

church for this year, please consider it.  That 

would certainly improve the Churchôs annual cash 

flow problem.  Thank you.

 Anahit (not her real name), 24, lived in a 

small town in Armenia. In need of a job, she trav-

eled to Dubai.  Lured by empty promises of work, 

Anahit found herself trapped in the world of prosti-

tution and human trafficking.  When police con-

ducted a raid, Anahit and other trafficked survivors 

were deported to their home countries. 

 Thankfully for Anahit and others like her, 

there is hope for a better life through refuge and 

shelter services provided by UMCOR Armeniaôs 

Anti Human Trafficking Project.  The project helps 

trafficked survivors reintegrate into society and 

recover from their traumatic experience.
