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This is the final Sunday in the Season of Lent. Palms are ready to
wave. Those that want to join our Sunday School kids as they march
around the block downtown waving palm branches as a way of
proclaiming Christ is King can meet at 9:45 am in Wesleyan Hall on
Sunday.

Palm Sunday is always a lesson in tension for many of us. It
commemorates Jesus' triumphant entry into Jerusalem before the
Passover celebration, but it also comes as penultimate steps to Good
Friday in which Jesus is accused, sentenced and ultimately crucified.

For those of us whose history has allowed to read and experience the
rest of this epic story, we know that Jesus is truly King, BUT we also
know that the sinful nature that convicted him and lead to the cross
still exists in the world! It seems fitting that the week before we
celebrate Easter and the empty tomb and all that it means for us and
all of creation, rests on that tension. Those of us that proclaim to be
followers and disciples of Jesus live in that same tension. We know
that there is victory over the grave, that Jesus is truly King and Lord of
all, but we also know that there are plenty of opportunities for us to
live lives that reflect the grace and love of God and be the reflection of
God's love in a world that still needs redemption. Theologians often
use the phrase "Already... but not yet" when we talk about that tension
in the world.

I hope that you can join us on Sunday to celebrate that Jesus is Lord
and that the work completed with a miraculous resurrection, finds its
ultimate resolution in the lives and communities that live into the
transformation of the world, now and for eternity!
